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President’s MessagePresident’s MessagePresident’s MessagePresident’s Message 
Well, it looks like it is finally going to happen! After many months of legal wrangling and negotiations, St. 
Luke's Lifeworks and UUSIS have finally developed a plan to transition the current residents of Metcalf 
House to another St. Luke's housing property. I met one on one with St. Luke's Board President Dana Low, 
and he spoke with new CEO Jason Shaplen. Together they came up with a plan to consolidate their 
properties to two main areas. By moving the Metcalf House residents to another house on Woodland Place, 
St. Luke's will be able to provide them with round the clock help and supervision, rather than the 3 hours per 
day they are currently getting.  
 
For our part, we have No Vet Left Behind ready to take over the management of Metcalf House once the St. 
Luke's transition is complete, most likely around June. They will be providing transitional housing to 
homeless veterans. Their goal is to have each veteran who signs up for this program in their own residence, 
fully employed and self-sufficient within two years of entering Metcalf. They are also opening up two other 
similar houses in Fairfield County this year. We are proud to have become associated with No Vet Left 
Behind, and look forward to being a part of their success.  
 
To that end, we are hosting a joint benefit concert here in our Sanctuary on Friday April 9 at 7PM, featuring 
national recording artist Grayson Hugh. Details can be found later in this newsletter. I hope many of you are 
able to attend, and invite friends and family as well. This promises to be a fantastic night of amazing music!

March 25 is the birthday of one of history’s most influential composers, Béla Bartók, born in Hungary in 
1881. He was known for his bold, iconoclastic approach to music (at one 1926 performance, the audience 
stormed out and subsequent performances of the piece were banned). 
 
He had a similar approach to life and religion. Raised Catholic, Bartók was chafed by doctrines that did not 
make sense to him, such as the Trinity. He admired Jesus’ moral teaching, however. Exposed to 
Unitarianism in Transylvania, Bartók officially converted several years later, admiring the freedom and 
humanism of the Unitarian approach to religion. 
 
In his social morality, Bartók was equally bold. Following World War I, he objected to the fascist 
government of his country and was suspended from his academic position. He refused to perform or have 
his music played in fascist Germany or Italy, or to accept an award presented Hungary’s dictator. 
 
In 1940, he and his wife fled Hungary for New York. When Bartók died five years later, the Rev. Laurence 
Neale of All Souls Church conducted his funeral.

Adult Contemporary Albums of 1992. His hits "Talk it Over", "Bring It All Back" and "How 'Bout Us" can 
be viewed on YouTube. After a long hiatus from the recording industry, he is releasing his first album in 15 
years this March. Grayson will play some old hits, new music, and several songs he wrote and never 
released during his break. He will be available after the concert for a meet and greet and autographs, and we 
will be selling his new CD as well!  
 
They will be on sale each Sunday after service, or you can email 
me at trustees@uusis.org to reserve tickets! I also need ten helpers for the event. The first ten to agree to 
help out will not be charged a ticket fee! Help items include setting up and taking down chairs before and 
after the event, collecting tickets at the door, selling water and soda during the event, and ushering people to 
seats.

The results of the Guest at Your Table collection for the Unitarian Universalist 
Service Committee were $1,246.66. There were six individual memberships, two 
dual memberships, four for seniors, and many donations not identified. The 
UUSIS gets credit for what number of church members are also UUSC members. 
 
An amazing 92% of all money donated to the Haiti Relief Fund goes directly to 
relief and recovery efforts on the ground. The remaining 8% covers essential 
administrative expenses such as wire transfer fees to send funds to Haiti, calls 

between our office and our partners on the ground, and temporary hires to support our rapid response. 
 
In terms of UUSC’s efficiency in general, you might take a look at the helpful charts on our last annual 
report: http://www.uusc.org/files/UUSCannualreportFY09.pdf. It’s on the second-to-last page. 
 
With your support, UUSC was able to send $50,000 to a joint fund for two organizations – CROSE in 
Jacmel and COZPAM in Mariani, Port-au-Prince – to buy and distribute food, medicines, and emergency 
supplies like diapers for babies, in both areas.
